48. Glock 17 ï 1982 

The Glock 17 was the first gun that was a commercially 

successful polymer framed pistol.  The Glock uses 9mm 

and is widely used by 2/3 of the  American Law 

Enforcement market.  

47. CZ-75 ï 1975 

The CZ-75 was first introduced in 1975 and was the first 

commercially successful DA/SA òdecockeró pistol.  To 

this day it has remained on the most popular among 

pistol shooters all over the world.

Hunters Safety  

I have had the opportunity to assist with Hunt ers Safety and a few wonderful instructors that give hours to 

each class by volunteering to help teach young minds the importance of hunting safety and rules.  While 

they do teach more children than adults, the classes do have their fair share of those adu lts who did not 

have the opportunity to take the class when they were younger.  The RRRMC has many instructors and I 

knew I could not interview them all so I got together with Darrell and Sue Kersting and, of course, Lonnie 

Wertz. 

Hunters Safety is The Gam e and Fish requirement to obtain a hunting license.  The only requirement of this 

class, besides passing, is you must turn 11 during the year you take the class.  The class is set up into a few 

different parts.  The classroom learning, how to hold and hand le the different gun types, loading and 

unloading the gun into a vehicle, boat, and going over or under a fence.  The n of course the shooting 

aspect of it.  The kids are not required to take part in the shooting of the .22 rifle if they are not comfortable 

with it.  

What exactly do you teach?  

Darrell:  Wildlife conservation, basic shooting skills for rifle and shotgun  

Sue: Muzzleloader, turkey hunting and wildlife.   I also oversee  reviewing and quizzes.  

Lonnie:  Wildlife conservation firearm safety, shooting skills and introduce the students to other hunting 

methods. I try to help out wherever I'm needed.  

  

How long have you  been teaching hunters safety?  

Darrell:  17 years  

Sue: 12 years  

Lonnie:  3 years  

  

What is the best part about teaching?  

Darrell:  Explaining importance of conservation, ethics and responsibility  

Sue: The knowledge that we are training the next generation.  

Lonnie:  The best part for me is knowing that we are having a huge impact on the youth today and 

hopefully getting them out doors as well as returning from the outdoors safely.  

  

What is the worst?  

Darrell:  When the kids panic,  and freeze miss a lot of questions on the quiz, but once you sit down with 

them and ask the questions they get wrong you realize they know the info.  

Sue: Making sure the time requirements are met.  

Lonnie:  The worst part is having students that get very bad test anxiety.  

  

Anything else you would like to contribute:  

Darrell:  The instructor group we have is fun to work with.   We are always looking for volunteers to help with 

classes. 

Sue: In addition to Hunt ers Ed, I also work with 4H shooting sports and Kindred High School Trap. Working 

with these youth programs gives us pleasure sharing our favorite hobbies, shooting and hunting. It is very 

rewarding to have a former student approach you later to share thei r successes. 

Lonnie:  We will never turn down help!
